Haiti Outreach  

Ministries  
 

You have probably heard by now of the annual trips our church takes to 

work in Haiti.  When they go, they are working with a mission supported 

by our church, Haiti Outreach Ministries, or HOM.  HOM focuses on ex-

tremely impoverished areas in and near the capital of Port au Prince, led 

by national Pastor Leon Dõorleans. 

 

The entire ministry focus has been colored by the Earthquake Disaster of 

January 2010.  They believe that it is their calling and intention to help in 

the recovery effort, both in the near term and for the long haul.  Their 

ministry takes many forms: education, health care, education vocational 

training, nutrition, and community projects.  

 

How can you be involved?  First of all, you can support the next trip from 

our church, which will be in January.  Julia Stalker has persimmon pulp 

available for a free will donation to the Haiti trip fund.  This is also a 

great time to buy school supplies to send.  See Mike or Julia for more 

information.  Second, you can pray!  Here are some specific needs of 

HOM at this time: 

 

-For the ministry as it transitions from heavily dependent on  U.S. volun-

teers to one relying more heavily on Haitians. 

- For the staff and students of the schools as they start the new school 

year in September. 

- For construction management assistance and an engineer to assist in 

oversight of rebuilding efforts.   

- For the successful completion of current construction projects-a new 

school, a new clinic and a new food storage facility. 

- For Matthew Wilkinson as he prepares for long term service in Haiti. 

- For the churches to grow numerically and spiritually. 

- For the church leaders, the church people, the teachers and the stu-

dents to be in good health.
